CHRISTIAN CHURCH IN VIRGINIA
REGIONAL BOARD MEETING

MARCH 26, 2011

The meeting of the Regional Board for the Christian Church in Virginia (Disciples of Christ) was called to order by Moderator Geneal Wilson on March 26, 2011, at Lynchburg College.  She stated that Recording Secretary Debbie Wilson was ill and that Helen Ware would take minutes, and Tom Larson would serve as parliamentarian.
WE ASSEMBLE IN GOD’S NAME

Moderator Geneal Wilson led in a responsive call to worship.  Moderator-Elect Tom Larson lit the candle of unity and led the opening prayer.


Helen Ware called the roll of Board members.  There were 25 members present and in attendance as follows:  Alisha Bennett, Clay Boyd, Andy Bradshaw, Evonne Chavis, George Harris, Virgil Knipp, Joel Kramar, Randy Lail, Tom Larson, Gary McCoy, Stephanie McLemore, Amy Moore, Bill Moore, Bob Mooty, Cheryl Owen-Watson, Lee Parker, Jim Perry, Ann Pulley, Stewart Royce, Carolyn Schwarz, Paul Simrell, Sharon Waters, Ken Wilbur, Geneal Wilson, and Randy Winn.  Sue Knipp was unable to be present at the time of roll call, but joined the meeting after the break for lunch.
WE CELEBRATE OUR PAST

The Moderator asked for corrections to the minutes of the November 13, 2010.  Virgil Knipp moved that the minutes be approved and the motion was seconded by Bob Mooty.  The motion carried.  Randy Lail then read II Corinthians 4:1-7.
REFLECTIONS AND JOYS FROM THE REGIONAL STAFF

G. LEE PARKER, Regional Minister:  Lee began his report by expressing his appreciation to the Board for making provisions for him to take time off (vacation and sabbatical) for rest and restoration because, as he had said, he was physically, mentally and spiritually exhausted.  At the end of his time away he was even more aware than ever how much he needed the time.  During the eight weeks he responded to some needs in the office which required four or five days beyond the Virginia Council of Churches Executive Meeting he attended in December.  Shortly after returning to work on January 28, Lee participated in the Mid-Winter Sabbath for clergy and spouses at Natural Bridge and on February 20 preached at Strasburg and met with the moderator to discuss some of the issues facing the Region and to make plans for the upcoming year.  On February 23, Lee went to the College of Regional Ministers and General Board in Indianapolis and noted that the cost for this meeting is not the responsibility of the Region.  He pointed out that many of our congregations are slipping, Outreach giving is down and buying power of those dollars is slipping.  He further stated that we are at a crisis point in the whole church and in Virginia.

Lee was asked by Ron Deggs, president of DHM, to be involved in an important meeting in Wichita, Kansas on March 8, so was away from the Region on March 7, 8 and 9 to be a part of this meeting, also at no cost to the Region.


Lee stated that having Ann Pulley come on board has been a delight and that already she is making a difference in the ministry of the Region.  He further stated that he was impressed with her enthusiasm and work ethic and that she will be a valued colleague and will enhance the camping and youth ministry efforts.  Ann will be working closely with Ellen Canode in youth ministry


Lee informed the Board of the death of the Reverend Myron Kauffman who died at the age of 100 years on March 21.  Dr. Kauffman served the Virginia Region as State Secretary from 1953 to 1968, preached in many Virginia congregations as well and served congregations in other states.  Lee had gone to the family visitation in Richmond on March 25 to visit the family.


Since Lee’s return to the office, he has had consultations with two congregations and a number of clergy and has met at the Regional Office with Evangelism and New Church Ministry, Regional Assembly Ministry and the Administration/Finance Ministry, as well as phone conferences with Renewal and Nurture Ministry, Property Ministry, the 50th Anniversary planning group, and the Evangelism and New Church Ministry, the CCRC Board, and has done one Search and Call orientation at Bethany Christian Church in Roanoke.

Lee stated that the Administration/Finance Ministry would be reporting in detail regarding the financials for 2010; however, he noted that income exceeded expenditures for the year despite a 9.4% drop in Virginia Disciple Mission Fund giving.


In the next few weeks, Lee will be conducting two Search and Call orientations and two installation services.  He will also be part of two congregations celebrating anniversaries (150 and 175 years) and will be conducting a baby dedication.


AMY MOORE, Editor of “The Virginia Christian”:  Amy stated that “The Virginia Christian” basically stood as her report.

BILL MOORE, Commission on Licensed Ministry:  This Commission has met once this year and interviewed three persons seeking renewal of their license as licensed ministers. Two received a three-year license and one received a five-year license.  These ministers have shown dedication and commitment to the whole ministry of the church.  Bill is planning for the third annual retreat for licensed ministers which will be held this summer.


RAY GRYDER, Director of Men’s Ministry:  Ray was unable to be present at this meeting as he and David Freeman were attending a planning session for the 2012 Men’s Bethany College “Extreme Faith, Bold Action” multi-regional conference.  The 2011 Men’s Retreat will be held April 29 – May 1 at the 4-H Center in Front Royal. 


ANN B. PULLEY, Associate Regional Minister for Youth and Outdoor Ministry:  Ann reported that it is great to be back in Virginia, that it has been a busy six weeks, and she knows it will get busier as summer approaches.


Ann attended the Mid-Winter Sabbath in January where she was introduced to ministers from around the Region and shared with them her vision for youth and outdoor ministry in the Region and why she thinks that it is so important to, not only the future, but the present of the church.  She also attended the YMC’s Winter Lock-in where she met some of the youth and youth sponsors from around the Region.  It was a good event and she is looking forward to working with the YMC, who is currently working on last-minute details for Spring Retreat.  The keynoter for the event is the Rev. Sekinah Hamlin.


Ann also “attended” an OMC teleconference where the director’s manual was revised and worked out some communication chain issues so that there will be a clear chain of communication between directors, Alisha Bennett and herself.  


Ann has, additionally, shared resources and encouragement to several youth ministers and let them know she is open to help in any way she can.


DONNA WEBSTER, Director of Women’s Ministry:  Donna was unable to be present as she and Kathy Witt were attending SPA Day at Luray Christian Church.  In Donna’s written report, she reported that there will be four additional SPA Days, one at Bedford CC, one at 7th Street CC in Richmond, one at First CC in Radford, and one at Parkview CC, Portsmouth.  She gave the date of September 23-25 for the Men’s and Women’s Retreat, and October 14-16 for the Women’s Blackstone Retreat.  Blessing Boxes will be presented during the workshops and half of all Blessing Box giving goes to support the mission of the whole church through various ways.  The Service Projects this year will be making hope journals for women in need of hope; the Woman-to-Woman International Project; Prayer Boxes; the VA-NC Human Trafficking Partnership; CEDECOL Women’s Network (Columbia), UEPV Women’s Organization (Venezuela); Annual Virginia Quadrennial Scholarship Fund; Scholarship Fund; and Library Fund. The Disciple Women have also begun a book club and discussions will take place on Face Book.  A special offering for Rebekah Parker and Shannon Houghton, who lost all their belongings in a fire in March, will be received at SPA days.

Sharon Waters led in a prayer of Thanksgiving.

ONGOING PROJECTS AND MINISTRIES

THE SUMMIT, Bill Moore:  Ken Burger was unable to be present.  Bill reported that there had been a Norovirus outbreak at the facility and events had been cancelled. Bill moved that the nominees as presented be elected.  Because the motion comes from a committee, it does not require a second.  The motion carried.

There were also some changes to the bylaws which do not require approval by the Regional Board, but which will be communicated to the Board.  All fall into two categories – changing the calendar year for service of board members and the annual meeting will be in November so terms of office will begin in January.  There was no action required by the Regional Board.


CRAIG SPRINGS:  Alisha Bennett showed a slide of broken windows caused by vandalism at camp.  There was no other damage and a claim has been submitted to the insurance company.  The camp survived the winter with no damage to facilities or buildings from the weather.  She announced that Work Weekend will be May 20-23 and the 50th Anniversary Celebration is June 3-5.

Alisha also reported for Kitten Whitlow, Chair of the Property Committee, who was unable to be present.  Her report indicated that Bob Flint had been thanked for his four years of service.  Plans are well underway for the 50th Anniversary Celebration.  The committee plans to confer with Fred Smith, a lawyer in Martinsville, about updating our deed for Craig Springs, and is still pursuing completion of the new roof on Central by Pro Mac in Richmond or securing a refund for the incomplete work.  Randy Lail and crew from Perseverance CC in Dundas will, in the spring, lay the floor in the Reception Room in Central.  


CAPITAL CAMPAIGN:  Lee Parker reported that congregations around the Region are still addressing the capital campaign.  Contributions have been made to those groups from outside Virginia who benefit from the Campaign.  During 2010, funds coming into the Region were the following:  $5,263.96 to replace money from the funds functioning as the Virginia Region Endowment; $3,157.82 to the Regional Office Building; $1,049.03 to Ministerial Recruitment & Enrichment; $9,476.17 to Craig Springs Camp; and $4,212.21 to Friends of the Carpenter.  The Moderator asked if the committee is still functioning.  Lee said that it has not ceased to exist, but is functioning very poorly.  Bill Lee is chair of the campaign.  Congregations are responding in various ways and Lee is still hopeful that as the economy turns around more gifts will be received.


The Regional Board Meeting was recessed and the meeting of the Virginia Christian Missionary Society was called to order by Moderator Geneal Wilson.
LONG RANGE PLANNING MINISTRY:  Tom Larson, Chair, stated that this committee has not met, but a meeting will be scheduled shortly.


Lee Parker reported that the Board has previously approved the sale of timber by the Property Ministry. John Moore of Westhampton CC in Roanoke is facilitating the second timber sale to Mead Westvaco of approximately 119 acres.  Consideration will be given to proper forestry management practices, and buffer zones will be left around streams, trails and worship areas.  The logged area will be replanted in hybrid pines or left for hardwood regeneration.  Mead Westvaco has offered $102,500 for the timber and it is believed that this is a fair and equitable amount.  Lee expressed appreciation for the good work of John Moore in this endeavor.


The meeting of the Virginia Christian Missionary Society was adjourned and the Regional Board Meeting was called to order by Moderator Geneal Wilson.
WE OFFER THE WORK OF OUR HANDS


The reports of the Districts, Lynchburg College and General Board were received as follows:


DISTRICT 1:  There was no report filed.


DISTRICT 2:  There was no report filed.


DISTRICT 3:  There was no report filed.


DISTRICT 4:  Stewart Royce reported that one Advent Service and two District Dinners were held.  At the last Board Meeting, Marilyn Whittaker had accepted the secretarial position.  The District Board is discussing ways to raise awareness of District activities and is considering a Pulpit Exchange.  At future meetings they plan to allow time for sharing of activities in each church.  A tentative date has been set for District Assembly to be held at Mount Olive East CC and an Advent Service at Broad Street CC.  They have also performed maintenance work on the Roanoke and Lynchburg cabins at Craig Springs.


DISTRICT 5:  Joel Kramar reported plans for this District including a pre-Easter luncheon at Fairview CC and a presentation by Ken Burger about The Summit, and a singspiration on May 1 at Memorial CC.

DISTRICT 6:  Courtney Goodwin was unable to be present, but Randy Lail reported they are still meeting quarterly.  Several churches are in transition and in need of ministers.


DISTRICT 7:  This District had not met recently, but had held a Youth Lock-in at Colonial Place CC.  District Assembly will be on September 25 at Trinity CC.  The men’s group continues to meet on a quarterly basis.


DISTRICT 8:  Tom Larson reported that the Board had not met.  Some churches are going through pastoral changes.  Both the men’s and women’s groups are active.


DISTRICT 9:  Ken Wilbur reported that the new moderator had planned to come to this meeting, but was told that he should not come to give a report.  Ken reported that the District had brought a retired minister, Lyle Predmore, on staff to act as coordinator with the Region and to keep the churches in District IX informed.  Lyle had done a great job, but is no longer working in that capacity as he has another responsibility in Bali at the present time.  Ken also reported that there would be no fish fry in District IX this year as Philippi had decided not to host one.  A written report was received from David Freeman in which he noted that all churches in the District have a minister.  David’s report also stated that in lieu of the fish fry, Ashland, Slash and Independence Christian Churches, all located in Ashland, will co-host a barbecue for the district on June 26 at Independence CC beginning at 4:00 p.m.  District Assembly will be held on a Saturday in September, date to be determined, at Ephesus CC in Foneswood.    

DISTRICT 10:  Paul Simrell reported that this District is looking at ways to not focus so much on District Assembly and to focus more on community projects. The District applied for and received a grant of $1,000 for the Seeds of Faith program.  The clergy meet regularly in locations around the District.  A District Assembly has not been planned, but they are looking at the possibility of some alternative type of event, possibly more educational.  Elpis CC is looking at a potential building project which would add about 4,000 square feet in space and have formally extended a request to Church Extension.


DISTRICT 11:  Sharon Waters reported that the annual Disciple Women’s Retreat was held at First CC, Winchester, with about 100 women in attendance.  Sixty men attended the quarterly CMF dinner at Saumsville CC, and are making preparations to provide the Friday evening meal for the men attending the Region’s CMF event in Front Royal.  The annual Music Festival was held at First CC, Winchester and featured musicians and choirs from six of the thirteen district churches.  One choir was the children’s choir from Strasburg CC and about 25 musicians from around the district joined together as the District XI choir to present several anthems during the concert.  The district ministers continue to meet monthly and they are instituting a quarterly Ministers’ meeting on a Saturday in an attempt to be more inclusive of the bi-vocational and retired ministers.  Joel Walkley, a young Disciples minister currently serving St. Luke’s UCC in Timberville was ordained into ministry at First CC, Hagerstown, Maryland.  The annual Pulpit Exchange will be on May 1, plans are underway to send a work crew to Craig Springs Work Weekend, and the Board will hold its annual planning meeting in June to put together a calendar and goals for 2012.


PIEDMONT DISTRICT CONVENTION:  Evonne Chavis reported the following events had been held since the November Board Meeting:  Area meetings in November 2010 and February 2011; Disciple Women’s Christmas luncheon; annual lighting of the Christmas tree and Youth Extravaganza; the annual Martin Luther King, Jr. celebration; Ministers’ Fellowship meeting; Ministers’ Mates Fellowship meeting; workshop on Effective Church Correspondence; Fifth Sunday worship service; Black History program hosted by Ministers’ Mates; Gospel Apollo hosted by the Choir Fellowship; and the annual Disciple Women’s Fundraiser, a fashion show.  The PDC has had representation at the following Regional and General Church events:  Lock-in at Bethany CC; meeting of the Virginia Youth Council; staff meeting of the Disciple Women’s Ministry in Indianapolis; and a conference call with Rev. Carolyn Higginbotham and Pastor Sotello Long, the SC Regional Minister.  A request has been received from a Disciple congregation in North Carolina to become members and has been recommended to the PDC Board to accept.  Plans for the annual convention are complete with the theme of Congregational Transformation.  Some of those on schedule to teach and/or preach are Rev. R. Wayne Calhoun, Rev. Dr. William Lee and Rev. Dr. Cynthia Hale.  Registration information will be on the website as well as sent to Regional Minister Parker.


GENERAL BOARD:  Bob Mooty had attended the General Board meeting and observed that we have some very talented and dedicated people leading our regions and general units and that we should be grateful for all they do on our behalf.  He had put in his evaluation that we are ignoring the elephant in the room, which is our shrinking numbers.  He handed out a table, Participation in the Christian Church (Disciples of Christ) Approaches Zero in 30 – 35 Years, which shows the decline in membership from 1968 to 2010, and the forecast to 2040 based on 20-year averages.  He said that new establishments are not keeping up with lost churches, and also reported that giving in most regions is down.  Bob’s hope is in the future that we, as a church in all our manifestations, will be willing to face the hard questions and seek to discern where and how God is leading us at this moment in history.


LYNCHBURG COLLEGE:  Stephanie McLemore showed a Power Point Presentation entitled Lynchburg College:  Did You Know, and distributed a brochure entitled Going Above & Beyond.  She pointed out that the 2009-2010 enrollment was 2,200 undergraduate and 400 graduate and spoke of her work at the college.

WE FELLOWSHIP AND BREAK BREAD TOGETHER

The Moderator stated that the meeting was ahead of schedule and that additional reports would be given before lunch.


REGIONAL ASSEMBLY MINISTRY:  Gary McCoy reported that planning had begun for the 170th Regional Assembly which will be held at Lynchburg College on June 1-3, 2012.  The committee, consisting of 14 members from across the Region, had their first meeting on February 2, 2011, and made the following decisions:  (1) The theme will be “Who are we….Where are we going?” (2) Speakers will be the Rev. Todd Adams whose topic will be “Where are we going and how to get there” and the Rev. Dr. Richard Harrison whose topic will be “Who are we and where have we been.”  A musician has been contacted, but not confirmed.  The committee will meet again on May 7 to consider the following:  Preachers, Bible study, worship services, interest groups and dinners/programs.

RENEWAL AND NURTURE MINISTRY:  Virgil and Sue Knipp are co-chairs.  Virgil reported that this ministry had one teleconference since the November Board meeting.  Several contacts with various districts were made, but only one availed themselves of the Renewal & Nurture resources.  District IV shared the Regional display at their annual meeting and Eldon Morgan, member of the ministry, fielded questions and gave out booklets.  Two websites were created:  Google – opened to only R & N members and Regional R & N Face Book opened to one all, both of which were used rarely.  Neither of these sites has proven themselves to reflect the goals of the Ministry; however, Sue and Virgil’s personal Face Book pages have had tremendous success with welcoming and receiving many different posts.  The chairs are excited to report that more than 50 different ministries – churches, national arms of the DOC, individuals and Global Ministries – have logged on to share ministry happenings, including joys and sorrows, requests, to advertise, support one another and offer comfort.  Future plans include a 2011 Regional Advent Devotional/Meditation Book composed of devotions and meditations from our churches throughout the Region.  The 2012 Region-wide event will build on the Regional Assembly program in order to make the resources shared at the Assembly available to all churches, particularly the ones who do not send delegates to Assembly.


The Moderator asked that a moment of silence be observed in memory of the Rev. Dr. Myron Kauffman.


The Moderator recessed the meeting for lunch and announced that it would reconvene at 12:30.  The offering of thanks for the meal was led by Gary McCoy.


The Moderator reconvened the meeting by leading the Board in singing, “Praise Ye the Lord.”


PERSONNEL MINISTRY:  Andy Bradshaw reported that this committee has met and that changes to personnel approved in November have been made.  He stated that both minister and contract staff serve us well and expressed appreciation to the staff.


ADMINISTRATION/FINANCE MINISTRY:  Randy Lail began his report by explaining the Accountant’s Report.  He then distributed copies of Summary Financial Information – 2010 versus 2009 and Budget, and gave a line-by-line explanation.  He also explained the revisions which had been made to the 2011 Budget and stated that the effect of the changes created a deficit for 2011 of about $12,000.   Randy then made two recommendations to the Board on behalf of the Administration/Finance Committee:
(1) The Ad/Fi Committee recommends to the Regional Board that we approve spending the money required to pursue an exemption from City of Lynchburg real estate taxes.  This will require a presentation to the Lynchburg City Council requesting the exception.  An attorney has agreed to help with the necessary legal presentation.  THE RECOMMENDATION WAS APPROVED.

Lee Parker said the attorney will be working with Kevin Cash who is familiar with The Summit and some work that has been done there for this same reason.

(2) The Ad/Fi Committee recommends to the Regional Board that we approve the revised budget presented at this meeting.  The revised budget reflects changes necessary due to the performance during 2010.  THE RECOMMENDATION WAS APPROVED.

DISCIPLES WOMEN MINISTRY:  Kathy Witt was not present because she was attending a SPA Day event at Luray Christian Church.


YOUTH MINISTRY COMMISSION:  Ann Pulley said the youth are excited about the upcoming Spring Retreat with a focus on anti-racism and Nature Camp.


OUTDOOR MINISTRY:  Clay Boyd reported that this committee had sent out emails followed by a teleconference and had made revisions to the Director’s Manual, which is available in PDF format if anyone would like a copy.  Camp costs for 2011 are up, but there are price breaks available.  He asked the Board to encourage kids to come for a second or third week and there are discounts offered for those who do and that there is an early bird discount for camp reservations made prior to May 15.  The committee will meet again on work weekend at Craig Springs.


ECUMENICAL MINISTRY:  Ken Wilbur reported that his committee had not met, but will be meeting soon with Lee Parker to discuss the future direction of the committee.

STEWARDSHIP AND MISSION MINISTRY:  Jim Perry reported that in the year since we voted at Regional Assembly to become a Global Mission Partner, plans have moved ahead under the leadership of this ministry.  They have determined to partner with CEDECOL, an alliance of Protestant Christian groups in the South American country of Colombia.  Colombia was chosen because it would be more accessible to visit and have exchanges with than other countries not in this hemisphere and also the fact that there was a recent Woman to Woman delegation to Colombia.  In this partnership, we seek to experience Christian unity that reaches across cultural, racial and national boundaries and seek greater understanding of each other and the issues our churches face.  Jim also outlined what being a Global Mission Church means to the local congregations, including praying, educating, seeking justice, receiving gifts of the global church and sending its members into the world to share the Good News as it grows in sharing the story of God’s mission with others.  Jim also reported on a Skype interview with members of the CEDECOL Peace Commission and the Virginia Region Ministry of Stewardship and Mission.  As the partnership project moves forward, the committee is beginning to focus toward areas of mission and stewardship strategies in the Region.


EVANGELISM/NEW CHURCH MINISTRY:  Carolyn Schwarz reported that this committee had met with Shaw Christian Church and their minister, Merinda Easley, in October 2011 and e authorized the continuance of the grant they are receiving.  The committee requested that Shaw work toward addressing the following goals in the remainder of 2011:

(1) Establish a Clear Vision – Determine their target for reaching out.  Focus on what they want the church to look like in the future.

(2) Establish the Mission – Develop a plan to accomplish this.

(3) Set Values – Set three to five values that are non-negotiables with Shaw CC.

(4) Consult with Church Extension for tools and resources.  Utilize Mission Insight.

(5) Work to increase giving by doing Stewardship Education.

They are to work with Mike Cook as their mentor.


A Regional Evangelism event is scheduled for Saturday, January 21, 2012, at Seventh Street CC in Richmond.  The event is entitled “Extreme Make Over Edition II:  Evangelism Tools.”  The Reverend Bill Lee will be guest preacher.  The committee is confirming the key-note speaker and anticipates announcing this in a few days.  Ministers in the Region will make up a panel and provide workshops on what is working in their churches.


Through Mission Insight, three sites have been identified as excellent places to begin a new church.  One of these locations is Fredericksburg.  The committee is at the preliminary stage of identifying persons in the Fredericksburg area who might form a core team, determining costs to initiate the start and identify resources to undergird the project.


An offering of thanksgiving was led by Moderator Geneal Wilson.


The Moderator mentioned that there are a couple of things not in place for this administration  that will be worked on in the next few months and which will be sent for informational purposes and which may require a vote.


Lee Parker expressed his appreciation for the outpouring of love and support for his daughter, Rebecca and partner Shannon, during the time of the fire that destroyed their home.  

He also reported on placement of ministers in the Region and stated that fewer congregations are seeking pastors now than at any time since he became Regional Minister.


Evonne Chavis , President of the Piedmont Convention, announced that the Piedmont Convention would be having the following events and invited all to attend:  
(1) The Leadership Apprentice Program (LAP) to be held at their campsite April 8-10.  The Rev. Sheila Spencer from the General Church will lead that training.

(2) A work weekend May 5-7.

(3) A bazaar on June 18.  Anyone interested in a table can contact their Disciples Women Ministry president, Wanda Redd, at pdccwf@gmail.com.

(4) On Sunday, July 31, their Ministers’ Fellowship will be singing at the closing worship of their convention.

WE DEPART FOR MINISTRY

The meeting was adjourned by the Moderator at 1:50 p.m.  Lee Parker offered the closing prayer.
